Approximately 7,000 registrants sold out Break Forth Canada 2005
in November — more than 2 months before the conference. We were
saddened to turn many away. In addition to the main conference regis-
trations, there were over 2,000 for the Intensive Learning Workshops
on Friday and 3,000 more for various worship concerts.

One of the exciting new additions to Break Forth Canada this year
was the new youth track called Infuzion. This was for teenagers 14

years of age and older. It was thrilling to hear of families that were
able to come together to experience a weekend of common renewal,
equipping and worship. We kept Infuzion to an intimate group of 200
young people who were serious about stepping deeper in their walk
with God. Infuzion sold out.
We heard great things about the ministry at Infuzion. One of the

presenters wrote to say, "On the weekend we saw around 60 students
either give their lives to Jesus for the first time or get back into rela-
tionship with him. We saw many of the kids make decisions to go
deeper in their relationship with God and make commitments to
remove those things that were hindrances in their relationship with
Him. The hunger and attentiveness in the group was amazing. We
had a group that wanted more of God."

This year 137 classes, 17 Intensive Learning Workshops, multiple con-
certs and many worship gatherings were held. Break Forth Canada is
now the largest event of its kind in North America.

A r l e n  a n d  E l s a  S a lt e  t o  N i c a r a g u a
Arlen and Elsa Salte, along with a
team of Christian broadcasters,
spent time ministering in Nicaragua
this February amongst the poorest
of the poor. They were able to
see first-hand the work of
Compassion.

They were also able to spend
time in one of the projects that
Break Forth has been a part of
sponsoring. At this project, each
family of a sponsored child is in a
weekly discipleship program where

they hear about the love of Christ. It is wonderful to know that not only are physical
and educational needs being met but
that spiritual needs are seen as essen-
tial in the ministry of Compassion and
in partnership with Break Forth.

One of the more disturbing visits
was to a city garbage dump where
children  and adults rise before dawn
to pick through the refuse in order to
feed their families. The average income
is under $2 per day.
Yet, in the midst of despair, the

team witnessed marvelous hope. People
were receiving education they would not normally receive, they were receiving nutri-
tious meals, and most of all, they were receiv-
ing the gift of being nurtured in the Good
News of Jesus.

Brian  Doerksen  led  the  opening  worship  service  with a  powerful  blend  of  ancient
hymns,  new  songs,  creeds,  symbols,  worship  dance,  choir,  string  section  and  more.
Based  on  Nehemiah,  we  were  challenged to  rebuild  the  walls  in  our  lives,  our
churches  and  our  nations.
